Waikiki Beach Activities

A one-stop shop for fun in the sun and surf, Waikiki Beach Activities offers water sports equipment rental and instruction for snorkeling, kayaking, sailing, surfing and aqua cycling. Air mattresses, beach chairs and umbrellas are also available to rent. The independently operated Beach Activities Center is located in front of the beach, between Rainbow and Ali‘i Towers, next to Hau Tree Bar®, and at the Duke Kahanamoku Lagoon.  Open daily, 8:30 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.

Children’s Activities
Hilton Hawaiian Village’s year round children’s program, Rainbow Express Keiki Club is offered daily for keiki (children) ages 5 to 12.  Rainbow Express Keiki Club is a fun and educational program that 
highlights the cultural Hawaiian heritage of the islands. There are field trips on selected days to the Waikiki Aquarium and the Honolulu Zoo. We have a variety of on property activities such as fishing at Hilton 
Lagoon, Hawaiian games, reef walking at low tide, fish feeding at the koi ponds, arts and crafts, and of course swimming at the keiki pool.

Hula Aerobics
The Village offers free Hula Aerobics with 24 hour advance registration required.  Tuesdays at 7:30 a.m. on the Village Green. 

Ukulele Lessons 
Ukulele lessons are fun and easy for the entire family. Guests can learn how to strum the four-stringed instrument introduced to the islands by the Portuguese.   Tuesdays at 11 a.m. at the Shell Lounge (24-hour advance registration required). 
Ohana Crafters
Hawaiian artisans demonstrate and display their arts and crafts made of natural materials such as coconut fronds, lauhala, koa wood and others. Daily, at the craft cart near Village Green. 

· Lauhala weaving showcases the sturdy yet delicate beauty of this natural material.

· Masters craft the quintessential Hawaiian instrument at the Ukulele-making demonstration.
· Coconut Frond weaving demonstration shows how the coconut hat is made.


· Feather Lei making showcases the intricate art of sewing a feather lei, once practiced by masters in ancient Hawaii.

· Hawaiian quilting demonstrates how to make the distinctive, boldly colored Hawaiian quilt. 
Free Entertainment

Aloha Friday King’s Jubilee & Fireworks brings the color and pageantry of Hawaii’s monarchy era to life in a tribute to King Kalakaua, the “Merrie Monarch.” Onlookers can watch the King’s procession, flag ceremony, precision rifle drill and enjoy Hawaiian entertainment. A Fourth of July-style fireworks show caps off the evening. The Jubilee begins at 6:15 p.m. October through March; 6:45 p.m. April through September. Event times are seasonal and subject to change.  Poolside seating is $20 per person, which includes one drink.
Torch Lighting Ceremony features torch lighters and dancers in costume, as they proceed from the Tapa lobby to the Super Pool lighting more than 50 tiki torches with chants announcing the close of the day. Saturday through Thursday, 6 to 6:30 p.m., Tapa Tower to Super Pool.


Hawaiian Entertainment is presented nightly at restaurants and bars throughout the Village.  The award-winning music of the renowned island group, Olomana, provides relaxing weekend entertainment on Fridays at 8 p.m. at the Tapa Bar.
Village Wildlife
The Village is home to 30 species of wildlife, from tropical birds, swans and ducks, to turtles and fish – and even penguins! The colorful fish swimming in the Village’s many ponds are koi (Japanese carp), bred for their beautiful colors and striking patterns.  Guests are invited to watch wildlife feedings as scheduled:

Penguin and turtle feedings: Monday-Friday, 8 a.m. at the penguin pond near the Ali‘i Tower. 
Attractions
Atlantis Submarine adventures begin with a short cruise to a dive destination off Waikiki Beach. Visitors then board one of two Atlantis Submarines for an undersea adventure to man-made and natural reefs, and sunken ships off the coast of Oahu.  Tours begin at $89 for adults, and $45 for children.  Children must be 36 inches tall to ride the submarine.  Daily, 9 a.m. to 3 p.m., meet at Beach Ticket Office (reservations recommended).
